CD

Fairy Lights
Perfect for hiding in boxes or books to create that beautiful glowing effect.

White or yellow lights work the best and set your white balance to
incandescent to create the warm atmosphere.

Flowers

Whether you shoot them on their own or use them as a background, flowers
are colourful subject to work with. Silk flowers last longer but fresh ones have a
distinctive crispness. Go for close-ups on a wide aperture for the best results.
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
